
The high Statue of the night of the power/destine (Qadr) 
 A Quranic chapter was revealed: 
[Yusufali 97:1] We have indeed revealed this (Message) in the Night of Power: 
[Yusufali 97:2] And what will explain to thee what the night of power is? 
[Yusufali 97:3] The Night of Power is better than a thousand months. 
[Yusufali 97:4] Therein come down the angels and the Spirit by Allah's permission, on every errand: 
[Yusufali 97:5] Peace!...This until the rise of morn! 

 

 Multiple Narrations mentioned the importance of this night: 
It was narrated by Prophet Mohammad (pbuhp): 
 “Allah chose Friday over the other days, Ramadan over other months and the night of Qadr over other 
nights” 
“Whoever stays up the night of Qadr (worshiping) for faithfully and patiently, Allah will forgive their past 
sins” 
……. 
“Prophet Moses (pbuh) (talking to God) says: 
Moses: Oh Lord, I want your nearness 
Allah: my nearness is for those who stayed up (worshiping) the night of Qadr 
Lord, I want your mercy 
My mercy is for those who had mercy on the needy in the night of Qadr 
Lord, I want an easy pass on the ‘Sirat’ (path to heaven) 
That would be for those who made a charity in the night of Qadr 
Lord, I want the trees and fruits of heaven 
That would be for those who made a ‘tasbih’ (subhana Allah – praise to Allah) in the night of Qadr 
Lord, I want to be spared hell fire 
That would be for those who made “istigfar’ (Astagfirul Allah - Ask forgiveness from Allah) in the night of 
Qadr 
Lord, I want your satisfaction  
That would be for those who prayed 2 “rikaa” in the night of Qadr” 

…… 
“The doors of heaven are opened in the night of Qadr, Allah will plant a tree in heaven for every ‘Sajdah” 
(prostration) a worshiper makes in this night and for every ‘Rakaa’(bowing) a house of  pearl, corundum 
and aquamarine in heaven and for every verse a heavenly crown” 

…… 
In one of Imam Ali’s (pbuh) - the Commander of the faith full’s ceremonies, when mentioning the night 
of Qadr he said: 
“Fasting its day (the day of the night of Qadr) is better than fasting a thousand months, worshiping in it is 
better than worshiping a thousand months” 

…… 
Imam Al Baqir (pbuh) said: 
“Whoever stayed up (worshiping) the night of Qadr, their sins are forgiven , even when they’re as many 
as the stars in the skies , weights of mountains and volumes of seas” 

…… 
In the narration from Imams Al Baqir and Al Sadiq (pbut): 

“A good deed in it (the night of Qadr) is better than a good deed in a thousand months that the night of 
Qadr is not in” 

…… 
Imam Al Baqir (pbuh) said: 

“When the prophet left ‘Arafat’ marching to ‘Mina’, he entered the ‘Masjid’, so people gathered around 
him asking him about the night of Qadr, he stood up lecturing; after praising Allah (sw) he said: you asked 
me about the night of Qadr, I have not concealed it from you for the lack of knowing it, oh people know 



that he who is healthy and goes thru the month of Ramadan, fasting its days, staying up (worshiping) 
portions of its nights, keeping his prayers, taking off/going to  its Fridays (prayers) and heads early to its 
‘Eid’ day, then he surely had reached the night of Qadr and won the prize of the Lord the most praised the 
most high”  
 

What night is the night of Qadr?  
It’s in the month of Ramadan 
Narrations from Ahlul Beit (pbht): 
Some generalize the date and some specify 
Some limit it to the last 10 nights of Ramadan 
Some specify it as the nights of 19th, 21st and 23rd 

More prominent narrations put it on night of the 23rd 
  

A’mal of the night of Qadr 
(1) Staying up worshiping 

It’s highly recommended to spend the night of Qadr, making ‘Salat’ prayers and supplications, 
remembering Allah, reading Quran , seeking forgiveness,  asking Allah for heaven and redemption form 
hell, protection from calamities and  ailments, increase in sustenance and long life for oneself , parents 
and loved ones… 

(2) Making a Gussel (purifying shower) 
(3)  Making ziyarat of Imam Hussain (pbuh) 
(4)  Giving charity 
(5) Reading the supplication of “Tawassul with Quran’ 
(6) Reading the supplication of “Al Jawshan Al Kabir” 
(7) Reading “Al Tawbah” (Repentance) supplication from Sahiffa Al Sajadiah 
(8) Reading “Makarim Al Akhlaq” supplication from Sahiffa Al Sajadiah 
(9) Reading the “Ankabout”, “Roum” and “Al Dukhan” Chapters of the holy Quran 
(10) Making 100 “Rakaa” prayer 
(11) Making a 2 “Rakaa” prayer with “Fatiha”, “Tawheed” 7 times and “Istigfar” (Saying astagfiruAllah)
